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Dear Judge Scamper 

Please will you explain why there are so many different ways the judge gives faults in the weave poles.  I dread doing them and 
then get even more confused when my dog does something wrong and I don’t know what to do.

“Weave Pole Worrier” 

 

Dear “Weave Pole Worrier” 

You can get a variety of different faults in the weave poles, which often leads to confusion. 

If your dog does not make a correct entry into the poles you get a REFUSAL.  Every time you attempt to start the weave poles 
again you can get another REFUSAL if the dog didn’t enter correctly.  A REFUSAL is given as soon as the dog passes the first 
pole on the left OR passes the second pole on the right of that pole.  In other words, when the dog enters the weave poles it is 
supposed to have the first pole on it’s left and the second on it’s right or it gets a REFUSAL.  If a dog gets 3 refusals on a course 
it is a disqualification. 

When the dog has started the weave poles and it makes a mistake, then it is given 5 FAULTS.   It can only get ONE lot of 5 
faults for mistakes in the weave poles even if it makes a lot of mistakes during it’s passage through the poles.  Judges should 
indicate the 5 faults with the first mistake. 

If however the owner doesn’t correct the mistake, either at the point where the mistake was made or, by  taking the dog back to 
the start of the poles, AND the dog takes the NEXT obstacle, then it is also a disqualification and that will be indicated by the 
judge at the time the dog takes the next obstacle. 

5 faults are also given if the handler passes a hand through the plane of the poles but only one 5 faults will be given even if the 
handler does this a number of times.  This is a SADAA rule and doesn’t apply in KUSA competitions. 

The last fault you can get in the weave poles (or anywhere else in the course) is when you touch your dog you will get 5 faults for 
every touch.  Often handlers touch their dog with their leg or hand in the weave without even being aware of it.
